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THE GAME

Most people consder life a battle, but it is not a battle, it is a
game.

It is a game, however, which cannot be played successfully
without the knowledge of spiritud law, and the Old and the
New Tedtaments give the rules of the game with wonderful
clearness. Jesus Christ taught thet it was a great game of Giving
and Receiving.

“Whatsoever a man soweth tha shdl he dso regp.” This
means that whatever man sends out in word or deed, will return
to him; what he gives, he will receive.

If he gives hate, he will recaive hate; if he gives love, he will
recaeive love if he gives criticiam, he will receive criticiam; if
he lies he will be lied to; if he cheats he will be cheated. We
are taught dso that the imaging faculty plays a leading pat in
the game of life,

“Keep thy heat (or imegination) with dl diligence, for out
of it aretheissues of life” (Prov. 4:23)

This means that what man images, sooner or later external
izes in his afairs. | know of a man who feared a certain dis
e It was a very rae dissase and difficult to get, but he
pictured it continudly and read about it until it manifeted in
his body, and he died, the victim of distorted imagination.

SO we s, to play successfully the Game of Life, we must
tran the imaging feculty. A person with an imaging faculty
traned to image only good, brings into his life “every right-
eous dedre of his heat” -hedth, wedth, love, friends perfect
sdf expression, his highest idedls.

The imagindion has been cdled, “The Scissors of the
Mind,” and it is ever cutting, cutting, day by day, the pictures
man sees there, and sooner or later, he meets his own creations
in his outer world. To tran the imagination successfully, man
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must undersand the workings of his mind. The Greeks sad,
“Know Thysdlf.”

There are three departments of the mind, the subconscious,
conscious and superconscious The subconscious, is Smply
power, without direction. It is like steam or dectricity, and it
does what it is directed to do; it has no power of induction.

Whatever man feds deeply or images clearly, is impressed
upon the subconscious mind, and carried out in minutest detail.

For example a woman | know, when a ctild, dways “made
belief” she was a widow. She “dressed up” in black clothes and
wore a long black vell, and people thought she was very clever
and amusing. She grew up and married a man with whom she
was degply in love. In a short time he died and she wor e black
and a sweeping vel for many years. The picture of hersdf as a
widow was impressed upon the subconscious mind, and in due
time worked itself out; regardless of the havoc created.

The conscious mind has been caled morta or carna mind.

It is the human mind and sees life as it appears to be It sees
desth, dissgter, dckness poveaty and limitation of every kind,
and it impresses the subconscious.

The superconscious mind is the God Mind within each man,
and isthe redm of perfect ides.

In it, isthe “ Perfect Pattern” spoken of by Plato, the Divine
Design; for thereisaDivine Design for each person

“Thereisaplacethat you areto fill and no one else can fill,
something you are to do, which no one else can do.”

There is a perfect picture of this in the superconscious mind.
It usudly flashes across the conscious as an unatainable ided
— “something to good to be true”

In redity it is man's true destiny (or dedtination) flashed to
him from the Infinite Intdligence which is within himself.

Many people, however, are in ignorance of ther true desti-
nies and ae driving for things and Stuations which do not
belong to them, and would only bring falure if atained.
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For example A woman came to me and asked me to “spesk
the word” that $ie would marry a certain man with whom she
was very much in love. (Shecdled him A.B.)

| replied that this would be a violdion of spiritud law, but
that | would spesk the word for the right man, “the divine
sdection,” the man who beonged to her by divine right.

| added, “If A.B. is the right man you can't lose him, and if
he isn't, you will receive his equivdent.” She saw AB. fre
quently but no headway was made in ther friendship. One
evening she cdled and sad, “Do you know, for the last week,
A.B. haan't seemed so wonderful to me” | replied, “Maybe he
is not the divine sdection — ancther man may be the right
one” Soon dfter that, she met another man who fel in love
with her a once, and who sad dl the things that she had
aways wished A.B. would say to her.

She remarked, “It was quite uncanny.”

She soon returned hislove, and logt dl interest in A.B.

This shows the law of subdtitution. A right idea was substi-
tuted for a wrong one, therefore there was no loss or sacrifice
involved.

Jesus Chrigt said, “Seek ye firg the Kingdom of God and his
righteousness, and dl these things shdl be added unto you,”
and he said the Kingdom was within man.

The Kingdom is the redm of right ideas or the divine
pettern.

Jesus Chrigt taught that man's words played a leading part in
the game of life. “By your word ye are judified and by your
word ye are condemned.”

Many people have brought dissster into ther lives through
idlewords.

For example A woman once aked me why her life was
now one of poverty [and] of limitation. Formely she had a
home, was surrounded by beautiful things and had plenty of
money. We found she had often tired of the management of her

home, and had said repegtedly, “I'm dck and tired of things —
| wished | lived in a trunk,” and she added: “Today | am living
in that trunk.” She had spoken hersdf into a trunk. The subcon
sious mind has no sense of humor and people often joke
themsalves into unhgppy experiences.

For example A woman who had a grest ded of money,
joked continualy about “getting reedy for the poorhouse.”

In a few years she was dmogt dedtitute, having impressed
the subconscious mind with a picture of lack and limitation.

Fortunately, the law works both ways, and a Stuation of lack
may be changed to one of plenty.

For example A woman came to me one hot summer’s day
for a “tretment” for prosperity. She was worn out, deected
and discouraged. She said she possessed only eight dollars in
the world. | sad, “Good, well bless the eight dollars and
multiply them as Jesus Chrig multiplied the loaves and the
fishes” for He taught that every man had the power to bless
and to multiply, to hedl and to prosper.

Shesad, “What shdl | do next?’

| replied, “Follow intuition. Have you a ‘hunch’ to do
anything, or to go somewhere?’ Intuition means, in-tuition, or
to be taught from within. It is man's unerring guide, and | will
ded more fully with itslawsin afollowing chepter.

The woman replied: “I don't know — | seem to have a
‘hunch’ to go home I've just enough money for carfare” Her
home was in a digant city and was one of lack and limitation,
and the reasoning mind (or intdlect) would have sad: “Say in
New York and get work and make some money.” | replied,
“Then go home — Never violae a hunch.” | spoke the fallow-
ing words for her: “Infinite Spirit open the way for great
abundance for —— Sheisan irresistible magnet for all that
belongs to her by divine right.” | told her to repeat it continu-
dly ds0. She left for home immediately. In cdling on a woman
one day, she linked up with an old friend of her family.



Through this friend, she received thousands of dollars in a
most miraculous way. She has sad to me often, “Tel people
about the woman who came to you with eght dollars and a
hunch.”

There is aways plenty on man's pathway; but it can only be
brought into manifestation through desre, faith or the spoken
word. Jesus Christ brought out clearly tha man must make the
first move.

“Ask, and it shdl be given you, sk, and ye sdl find,
knock and it shdl be opened unto you. (Ma. 7:7).”

In the scriptures we read:

“Concerning the works of my hands, command ye me.”

Infinite Intelligence, God, is ever ready to cary out man's
smalest or greatest demands.

Every desre, uttered or unexpressed, is a demand. We are
often startled by having awish suddenly fulfilled.

For example One Eader, having seen many beautiful rose
trees in the florists windows, | wished | would receive one,
and for an ingtant saw it mentally being carried in the door.

Easter came, and with it a beautiful rose-tree. | thanked my
friend the following day, and told her it was jus what | hed
wanted.

Shereplied, “1 didn't send you arose-tree, | sent you lilied”

The man had mixed the order, and sent me a rose-tree
because | had darted the law in action, and | had to have a
rose-tree

Nothing sands between man and his highest ideds and
every desre of his heat, but doubt and fear. When man can
“wish without worrying,” every desre of his heat will be
ingtantly fulfilled.

I will explan more fully in a following chepter the scientific
reeson for this and how fear must be erased from the con
siousness. It is man's only enemy — fear of lack, fear of
falure, fear of sckness fear of loss and a feding of insecurity

on some plane. Jesus Chrigt said: “Why are ye fearful, oh ye of
little faith?” (Mat. 8:26). So we can see we must subdtitute faith
for fear, for fear is inverted faith; it is fath in evil indead of
good.
The object of the game of life is to see dealy ones good
and to obliterate dl mentd pictures of evil. This must be done
by impressng the subconscious mind with a redizaion of
good. A very brilliant man, who has attained great success, told
me he had suddenly erased dl fear from his consciousness by
reading a 9gn which hung in a room. He saw printed, in large
letters, this statement — “Why worry, it'll probably never
happen.” Thexe words were damped inddibly upon his
subconscious mind, and he has now a firm conviction that only
good can comeinto his life, thereforeonly good can manifest.

In the following chepter | will ded with the different
methods of impressng the subcscious mind. It is man's
fathful servant but one must be caeful to give it the right
orders. Man has ever a dlent listener @ his Sde — his subcon
scousmind.

Every thought, every word is impressed upon it and carried
out in amazing detal. It is like a snger meking a record on the
sengtive disc of the phonographic plate. Every note and tone
of the singer’s voice is regisered. If he coughs or hedtaes it is
regisered aso. So let us bresk dl the old bad records in the
subconscious mind, the records of our lives which we do not
wish to kegp, and make new and beautiful ones.

Speak out these words aoud, with power and @nviction: “I
now smash and demolish (by my spoken word) every untrue
record in my subconscious mind. They shdl return to the dust
hegp of ther native nothingness. | now make my records
through the Chrig within — the records of Health, Wealth,
Love and Perfect Saf-Expression.” This is the square of life,
the Game completed.

In the following chapters, | will show how man can change



his conditions by changing his words. Any man who does not
know the power of the word, is behind the times.

“Death and Life are in the power of the tongue.” (Prov. 18:21.)

THE LAW OF PROSPERITY

“Yea, the Almighty shall be thy defense
and thou shalt have plenty of silver.”

One of the great messages given to the race through the
scriptures is that God is man's supply and that man can release,
through his spoken word, dl tha bdongs to him by divine
right. He mugt, however, have perfect faith in his spoken word.

Issiah sad, “My word shdl not return unto me void, but
shdl accomplish that where unto it is sent.” We know now, thet
words and thoughts are a tremendous vibratory force, ever
molding man's body and affars.

A woman came to me in great distress and said she was to
be sued on the fifteenth of the month for three thousand dollars.
She knew no way of getting the money and was in despair.

| told her God was her supply, and that there is a supply for
every demand.

So | spoke the word. | gave thanks that the woman would
receive three thousand dollars at the right time in the right way.
| told her she must have pefect faith, and act her perfect faith.
The fifteenth came but no money had materidized.

She called me on the ‘ phone and asked what she was to do.

| replied, “It is Saturday, s0 they won't sue you today. Your
pat is to act rich, thereby showing perfect fath that you will
receive it by Monday.” She asked me to lunch with her to keep
up her courage. When | joined her @ a restaurant, | said, “This
is no time to economize. Order an expensive luncheon, act as if
you have aready received the three thousand dollars”

“All things whatsoever ye ask in prayer, believing, ye sl
receive” “You mug act as if you had already received.” The
next morning she cdled me on the ‘phone and asked me to stay
with her during the day. | sad, “No, you are divindy proteded
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and God is never too late”

In the evening she ‘phoned again, greatly excited and sad,
“My dear, a miracle has happened! | was gtting in my room
this morning, when the doorbell rang. | sad to the maid: ‘Don’t
let anyone in” The mad however, looked out the window and
sad, ‘It'syour cousin with the long white beard.’

So | sad, ‘Cdl him back. | would like to see him.” He was
just turning the corner, when he heard the maid's voice, and he
came back.

He taked for about an hour, and just as he was leaving, he
sad, ‘Oh, by the way, how are finances?

| told him | needed the money, and he sad, ‘Why, my dear, |
will give you the money thefirg of the month.’

| didn't like to tdl him | was going to be sued. What shdl |
do? | won't receive it till the first of the month, and | must have
it tomorrow.” | said, “I’ll keep on ‘treating.” ”

| sad, “Spirit is never too late. | give thanks she has receved
the money on the invisble plane and that it manifests in time”
The next morning her cousn caled her up and sad, “Come to
my office this morning and | will give you the money.” That
afternoon, she had three thousand dollar to her credit in the
bank, and wrote checks as rgpidly as her excitement would
permit.

If one asks for success, but prepares for falure, he will get
the Stuation he has prepared for. For example A man came to
me asking me to spesk the word that a certain debt would be
wiped out.

| found he spent his time planning what he would say to the
men when he did not pay his hill, thereby neutrdizing my
words. He should have seen himself paying the debt.

We have a wondeful illudratiion of this in the Bible rdating
to the three kings who were in the desert, without water for
ther men and horses. They consulted the prophet Elisha, who
gave them this astonishing message:

11

“Thus sath the Lord — Ye shdl not see wind, neither shdl
ye seeran, yet make thisvdley full of ditches”

Man must prepare for the thing he has asked for, when there
isn't the slightest sign of it in sight.

For example A woman found it necessary to look for an
goartment during the year when there was a greast shortage of
goartments in New York. It was conddered dmost an imposs-
bility, and her friends were sorry for her and sad, “Isn't it too
bed, you'll have to store your furniture and live in a hotel.” She
replied, “You needn’t feel sorry for me, I’'m a superman, and
I’ll get an apartment”

She spoke the words. 1nfinite Spirit, open the way for the
right apartment” She knew there was a supply for every
demand, and tha she was “unconditioned,” working on the
spiritud plane, and thet “one with God isamgority.”

She had contemplated buying new blankets, when “the
tempter,” the adverse thought or ressoning mind, suggested,
“Don't buy blankets, perhgps dfter dl, you won't get an
goartment and you will have no use for them.” She promptly

replied (to hersdf): “I'll dig my ditches by buying the blan
ketd” So she prepared for the gpartment — acted as though she
hed dready hed it.

She found one in a miraculous way, and it was given to her
athough there were over two hundred other applicants.

The blankets showed active faith.

It is needless to say that the ditches dug by the three kings in
the desert werefilled to over-flowing. (Reed, |1 Kings).

Getting into the spiritud swing of things is no easy maiter
for the average person. The adverse thoughts of doubts and fear
surge from the subconscious. They are the “amy of the diens’
which mugt be put to flight. This is why it is S0 often, “darkest
before the dawn.”

A big demondraion is usudly preceded by tormenting
thoughts.



Having mede a daement of high spiritud truth, one chal-
lenges the old bdiefs in the subconscious, and “eror is ex-
posed’ to be put out.

This is the time when one must make his afirmations of
truth repeatedly, and regjoice and give thanks that he has dready
recaved. “Before ye cdl, | shal answer.” This means that
“every good and pefect gift” is dready man's awating his
recognition.

Man can only receive what he sees himself receiving.

The children of Israd were told that they could have dl the
land they could see. This is true of every man. He has only the
land within his own menta vison. Every great work, every big
accomplishment, has been brought into manifestation through
holding to the vison, and often just before the big achievement,
comes gpparent failure and discouragement.

The children of Isad when they reached the “Promised
Land,” were afrad to go in, for they sad it was filled with
giants who made them fed like grasshoppers. “And there we
saw the giants and we were in our own sight as grasshoppers”
Thisisadmost every man's experience.

However, the one who knows spiritud law, is undisurbed
by gppearance, and rejoices while he is “yet in captivity.” That
is, he holds to his vison and gives thanks tha he has dready
received.

Jesus Chrigt gave a wonderful example of this. He said to his
diciples “Say not ye thee ae yea four months and then
cometh the harves? Behold, | say unto you, lift up yaur eyes
and look on the fidds, for they are ripe dready to harvest.” His
clear vison pierced the “world of matter” and he saw dearly
the fourth dimensond world, things as they redly are, perfect
and complege in Divine Mind. So man must ever hold the
vison of his journey's end and demand the manifestation of thet
which he has dready recaved. It may be his pefect hedth,
love, supply, saf-expression, home or friends.
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They ae dl finished and perfect idess registered in Divine
Mind (man's own supercorscious mind) and must come
through him, not to him. For example A man came to me
aking for trestments for success. It was imperative tha he
rase, within a cetan time fifty-thousand dollars for his
business. The time limit was dmog up, when he came to me in
despar. No one wanted to invest in his enterprise, and the bank
hed flatly refused a loan. | replied: “1 suppose you logt your
temper while a the bank, therefore your power. You can
control any dtudtion if you firg control yoursdf.” “Go back to
the bank,” | added, “and | will treat.” My trestment was. “You
are identified in love with the spirit of everyone connected with
the bank. Let the divine idea come out of this Stuation.”

He replied, “Woman, you ae taking about an imposshility.
Tomorrow is Saturday; the bank closes at twelve; and my train
won't get me there until ten, and the time limit is up tomorrow,
and anyway they won't do it. It'stoo late”

| replied, “God doesn't need any time and is never too lae
With Him dl things are possble” He replied, “It dl sounds
fine when | gt here ligening to you, but when | go out it's
terrible” He lived in a digant city, and | did not hear from him
for a week, then came a letter. It read: “You were right. | raised
the money, and will never doubt the truth of al thet you told
me.”

| saw him a few weeks laer, and | sad, “Wha happened?
You evidently hed plenty of time after dl.” He replied “My
train was late, and | got there just fifteen minutes to twelve. |
waked into the bank quiglly and sad, ‘I have come for the
loan,” and they gave it to me without a question.”

It was the lagt fifteen minutes dlotted to him, and Infinite
Spirit was not too late. In this indance the man could never
have demondrated done. He needed someone to hdp him hold
thevison.

Jesus Chrigt knew the truth of this when he said: “If two of
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you shdl agree on eath as touching anything theat they dShdl
ak, it shdl be done for them by my Faher which is in
Heaven.” One gets too cose to his own affars and becomes
doubtful and fearful.

The friend or “hede” sees dealy the success, hedth, or
prosperity, and never wavers, becaue he is not close to the
gtugtion.

It is much eadsier to “demondrate’ for someone else than for
one's salf, so a person $ould not hestate to ask for hdp, if he
feds himsdf wavering.

A keen observer of life once said, “no man can fail, if some
one peron sees him successul.” Such is the power of the
vison, and many a grest man has owed his success to a wife, or
dger, or a friend who “bdieved in him” and hdd without
wavering to the perfect pattern!
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THE POWER OF THE WORD

By thy words, thou shalt be justified,
and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.

A peson knowing the power of the word, becomes very
caeful of his conversation. He has only to watch the reaction of
his words to know that they do “not return void.” Through his
spoken word, man is continualy making laws for himsdf.

| knew a man who sad, “l dways miss a car. It invariably
pullsout just s arrive.”

His daughter said: “1 dways caich a car. It's sure to come
just as | get there” This occurred for years. Each had made a
separate law for himsdf, one of failure, one of success. This is
the psychology of superdiitions.

The horse-shoe or rabhit's foot contains no power, but man's
gooken word and bdief that it will bring him good luck crestes
expectancy in the subconscious mind, and dtracts a “lucky
gtuaion.” | find however, this will not “work” when man hes
advanced spiritudly and knows a higher law. One cannot turn
back, and must put awvay “graven images” For example Two
men in my class had had great success in business for severd
months, when suddenly, everything “went to smash.” We tried
to andyze the dtuation, and | found, ingead of making ther
dfirmations and looking to God for success and prosperity,
they had each bought a “lucky monkey.” | sad: “Oh | see, you
have been truding in the lucky monkeys ingead of God.” “Put
away the lucky monkeys and cdl on the law of forgiveness”
for man has power to forgive or neutrdize his mistakes.

They decided to throw the lucky monkeys down a codhole,
and dl went well again. This does not mean, however, tha one
should throw away every “lucky” ornament or horse-shoe about
the house, but he must recognize that the power back of it is the
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one and only power, God, and that the object Smply gives him
afeding of expectancy.

| was with a friend, one day, who was in degp desparr. In
crossng the dregt, she picked up a horseshoe. Immediatdy
she was filled with joy and hope. She said that God had sent her
the horse-shoe in order to keep up her courage.

It was indeed, & the moment, about the only thing that could
have registered in her consciousness. Her hope became faith,
and she ultimately made a wonderful demondration. | wish to
make the point clear that the men previoudy mentioned were
depending upon the monkeys, done, while this woman recog
nized the power back of the horse shoe.

| know, in my own case, it took a long while to get out of a
belief that a cetain thing brought disgppointment. If the thing
happened, disgopointment invariably followed. | found the only
way | could make a change in the subconscious, was by assert-
ing, “There are not two powers, there is only one power, God,
therefore, there are no disgppointments, and this thing means a
happy surprise” | noticed a change & once, and hgppy sur-
prises commenced coming my way.

| have a friend who sad nothing could induce her to wak
under a ladder. | sad, “If you are afraid, you are giving in to a
belief in two powers, Good and Evil, ingead of one. As God is
Absolute, there can be no opposng power, unless man makes
the fdse evil for himsdf. To show you bdieve in only One
Power, God, and that there is no power or redity in evil, wak
under the next ladder you see” Soon after, she went to her
bank. She wished to open her box in the safe-depost vault, and
there stood a ladder on her pathway. It was impossible to reach
the box without passng under the ladder. She qualled with fear
and turned back. She could not face the lion on her pathway.
However, when she reached the street, my words rang in her
ears and she decided to return and wak under it. It was a big
moment in her life, for ladders had hdd her in bondage for
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years. She retraced her steps to the vault, and the ladder was no
longer there ! This 0 often hgppend If one is willing to do a
thing he is &raid to do, he does not have to.

It is the Law of Non-Resgance, which is 0 little under-
gtood.

Someone has sad tha courage contains genius and magic.
Face a studion fearlesdy, and there is no Studion to face it
fals away of its own weight.

The explandtion is that fear dtracted the ladder on the
woman'’s pathway, and fearlessness removed it.”

Thus the invisible forces are ever working for man who is
always* pulling the strings” himself, though he does not know
it. Owing to the vibratory power of words, whatever man
voices, he begins to attract. People who continually speak of
disease, invariably attrad it.

After man knows the truth, he cannot be too careful of his
words. For example | have a friend who often says on the
‘phone, “Do come over to see me and have a fine old-fashioned
cha.” This “old-fashioned cha” means an hour of about five
hundred to a thousand dedrictive words, the principd topics
being loss, lack, falure and sckness.

| reply: “No, | thank you, I've had enough old-fashioned
chats in my life, they are too expensve, but | will be glad to
have a new-fashioned chat, and tak about what we want, not
wha we don't want.” There is an old saying that man only
dares use his words for three purposes, to “hed, bliss or
prosper.” Wha man says of others will be sad of him, and
what he is wishing for ancther, he is wishing for himsalf.

“Curses, like chickens, come home to roogt.”

If a man wishes someone “bad luck,” he is sure to attract bad
luck himsdf. If he wishes to ad someone to success, he is
wishing and ading himsdlf to success.

The body may be renewed and transformed through the
gooken word and dear vison, and disesese may be completey
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wiped out of the consciousness. The metaphysician knows that
al disease has a menta correspondence, and in order to hed
the body one must firgt “hed the soul.”

The soul is the subconscious mind, and it must be “saved”
from wrong thinking.

In the twenty-third psam, we read: “He restoreth my soul.”
This means that the subconscious mind or soul, must be
restored with the right idess, and the “mystical marriage’ is the
marriage of the soul ad the spirit, or the subconscious and the
superconscious mind. They mugt be one When the sub
conscious is flooded with the perfect idees of the supercon
scious, God and man are one. “I and the Father are one” That
is, he is one with the reddm of perfect ideas, he is the man made
in Gods likeness and image (imaginaion) and is given power
and dominion over dl creged things his mind, body and
affairs.

It is safe to say that dl sckness and unhappiness come from
the violaion of the law of love A new commandment | give
unto you, “Love one another,” and in the Game of Life, love or
good-will takes every trick.

For example: A woman | know, had, for years an gppearance
of a terible skin dissase. The doctors told her it was incurgble,
and she was in degar. She was on the sage, and she feared
she would soon have to give up her professon, and she had no
other means of support. She, however, procured a good en
gagement, and on the opening night, made a great “hit” She
received flatering notices from the critics, and was joyful and
eated. The next day she received a notice of dismiss. A man
in the cast had been jedous of her success and had caused her
to be sent away. She fet hatred and resentment take complete
possession of her, and she cried out, ‘Oh God don't let me hae
that man.” That night she worked for hours “in the slence”

She sad, “I soon came into a very deep slence | seemed to
be a peace with mysdf, with the man, and with the whole
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world. | continued this for two following nights, and on the
third day | found | was heded completdly of the skin diseasl”
In asking for love, or good will, she had fulfilled the law, (“for
love is the fulfilling of the law”) and the disease (which came
from subconscious resentment) was wiped out.

Continud  criticism  produces rheumdism, as citicd,
inharmonious thoughts cause unnard depodts in the blood,
which sdttle in thejoints.

Fdse growths are caused by jedousy, hatred, unforgiveness,
fear, etc. Every disease is caused by a mind not a es. | sad
once, in my dass “There is no use asking anyone 'What's the
matter with you? we might just as wdl say, “Who's the matter
with you? ” Unforgiveness is the mog pralific cause of dis
eae. It will harden arteries or liver, and &ffect the eye-sight. In
itstrain aeendlessills.

| cdled on a woman one day, who sad she was ill from
having esten a poisoned oyser. | replied, “Oh, no, the oyster
was harmless, you poisoned the oyster. What's the matter with
you?" She answered, “Oh &bout nineteen people” She had
quarded with nineteen people and had become so inharmoni-
ous that she attracted the wrong oyster.

Any inharmony on the externd, indicates there is mentd
inharmony. “As the within, so the without.”

Man's only enemies are within himsdf. “And a man's foes
dhdl be they of his own household.” Persondity [Ego] is one of
the lag enemies to be overcome, as this planet is teking its
initigtion in love. It was Chrig's messsge — “Peace on Earth,
good will towards man” The enlightened man, therefore,
endeavors to pefect himsdf upon his neighbor. His work is
with himsdf, to send out goodwill and blessings to every man,
and the marvelous thing is, that if one blesses a man he has no
power to harm him.

For example A man came to me aking to “treat” for
success in busness He was <dling mechinery, and a riva
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gppeared on the scene with wha he proclamed, was a better
mechine, and my friend feared defest. | sad, “Frst of dl, we
must wipe out dl fear, and know that God protects your
interests, and that the divine idea must come out of the Stua
tion. That is, the right machine will be sold, by the right man, to
the right men” And | added, “Don't hold one criticd thought
towards tha man. Bless him dl day, and be willing not to sl
yor machine, if it isn't the divine idea” So he went to the
meeting, fearless and nonresstant, and blessng the other man.
The outcome was very remarkable. The other man's machine
refused to work, and he sold his without the dightest diffi-
alty.” “But | say unto you, love your enemies, bless them tha
curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them
which spitefully use you and persecute you.”

Good will producesa great aura of protection about the one
who sendsit, and “ No weapon that isformed against him shall
prosper.” In other words, love and good-will destroy the
enemies within one's self, therefore, one has no enemies on the
external!

“There is peace on earth for him who sends good-will to
man!”
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THE LAW OF NONRESISTANCE

“ Resist not evil. Be not overcome of evil,
but overcome evil with good”

Nothing on eath can ress an aolutdy nonresstant
person.

The Chinee say that water is the most powerful eement,
because it is pefectly non-resstant. It can wear away a rock,
and sweep dl beforeit.

Jesus Chrig sad, “Resgt not evil,” for He knew in redity,
there is no evil, therefore nothing to ress. Evil has come of
man's “van imagination,” or a bdief in two powers, good and
evil.

There is an old legend, that Adam and Eve ate of “Maya the
Tree of llluson,” and saw two powers instead of one, God.

Therefore, evil is a false law man has made for himself,
through psychoma or soul sleep. Soul degp means, that man's
soul has been hypnotized by the race bdief (of sin, sckness and
desth, etc.) Which is carnd or mortd thought, and his affars
have out-pictured hisillusons.

We have read in a preceding chapter, tha man's soul is his
subconscious mind, and whatever he feds deeply, good or bad,
is outpictured by tha fathfd servant. His body and affars
show forth what he has been picturing. The sck man has
pictured sckness, the poor man, poverty, the rich man, wedlth.

People often say, “Why does a little child atract illness
when it istoo young even to know what it means?’

| answer that children are sendtive and receptive to the
thoughts of others about them, and often out-picture the fears of
thelr parents.

| heard a metgphyscian once say, “If you do not run your
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subconscious mind yoursalf, someone dse will run it for you.”

Moathers often, unconscioudy, atract illness and dissster to
their children, by continudly holding them in thoughts of fear,
and watching for symptoms.

For example A friend asked a women if her little girl had
had the meades. She replied promptly, “not ye!” This implied
that she was expecting the illness, and, therefore, preparing the
way for what she did not want for hersdlf and child.

However, the man who is centered and established in right
thinking, the man who sends out only good-will to his fdlow-
man, and who is without fear, cannot be touched or influenced
by the negative thoughts of others. In fact, he could then
recave only good thoughts as he himsdf, sends forth only
good thoughts

ResiganceisHel, for it placesmanin a*“ state of torment.”

A metaphysician once gave me a wonderful recipe for teking
every trick in the game of life, it is the acme of nonresistance.
He gave it in this way; “At one time in my life | baptized
children, and of course, they had many names. Now | no longer
baptize children, but | beptize events, but | give every event the
same name. If | have a falure | baptize it success, in the name
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghodt!”

In this, we see the grest law of trangmutation, founded on
nonresisance.  Through his spoken word, every falure was
transmuted into success.

For example A woman who required money, and who knew
the gpiritud law of opulence, was thrown continudly in a
busnessway, with a man who made her fed very poor. He
tdked lack and limitation and she commenced to catch his
povety thoughts so she didiked him, and blamed him for her
falure. She knew in order to demondrate her supply, she mugt
first fed that she had received — a feeling of opulence must
precede its manifestation.

It dawned upon her, one day, that she was resding the
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gtuation, and seeing two powers ingead of one. So she blessed
the man and beptized the Stuation “Successd” She affirmed,
“As there is only one power, God, this man is here for my good
and my prosperity” (just wha he did not seem to be there for).
Soon after she met, through this man, a woman who gave her
for a savice rendered, saverd thousand ddllars, and the man
moved to a digant city, and faded hamonioudy from her life
Make the statement, “Every man is a golden link in the chain of
my good,” for dl men are God in manifestation, awaiting the
opportunity given by man, himself, to serve the divine plan of
hislife.

“Bless your enemy, and you rob him of his ammunition.”
His arrowswill be transmuted into blessings.

This law is true of ndions as well as individuds. Bless a
naion, send love and goodwill to every inhabitant, and it is
robbed of its power to harm.

Man can only get the right idea of nonresistance, through
soiritud  underganding. My dudents have often sad: “l don't
want to be a door-mat.” | reply “when you use nonresistance
with wisdom, no one will ever be able to wak over you.”

Ancther example One day | was impdiently awating an
important telephone cal. | ressted every cdl that came in and
made no outgoing cdls mysdf, reasoning that it might inter-
fere with the one | was awaiting.

Instead of saying, “Divine idess never conflict, the cdl will
come a the right time” leaving it to Infinite Intelligence to
arrange, | commenced to manage things mysdf — | made the
batle mine, not God's and remained tense and anxious. The
bel did not ring for aout an hour, and | glanced a the ‘phone
and found the recelver had been off that length of time, and the
‘phone was disconnected. My anxiety, fer and bdief in
interference, had brought on a totd eclipse of the telephone
Redizing what | had done, | commenced blessng the Stuation
a once | baptized it “success” and affirmed, “I cannot lose
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any cdl tat beongs to me by divine right; | am under grace,
and not under law.”

A friend rushed out to the nearest telephone, to notify the
Company to reconnect.

She entered a crowded grocery, but the proprietor Ieft his
cusomers and atended to the cdl himsdf. My ‘phone was
connected a once, and two minutes laer, | received a very
important cal, and about an hour afterward, the one | had been
awaiting.

One's ships come in over a calm sea.

S0 long as man resds a Stuation, he will have it with him.
If he runs away fromiit, it will run after him.

For example: | repeeted this to a woman one day, and she
replied, “How true that id | was unhgppy & home | didiked
my mother, who was criticd and domineering; so | ran away
and was married — but | maried my mother, for my husband
was exactly like my mother, and | had the same gtuation to
face again.” “ Agree with thine adversary quickly.”

That means, agree that the adverse Stuation is good, be
undigurbed by it, and it fdls away of its own weight. “None of
these things move me” is awonderful affirmation.

The inharmonious dtuation comes from some  inharmony
within man himsalf.

When there is in him, no emationd response to inharmoni-
ous Stuations, it fades away forever, from his pathway.

So we seeman’ swork is ever with himself.

People have sad to me “Give treatments to change my
husband, or my brother.” | reply, “No, | will give treatments to
change you; when you change, your husband and your brother
will change”

One of my sudents was in the hebit of lying. | told her it
was a falure method and if she lied, she would be lied to. She
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replied, “1 don't care, | can't possibly get along without lying.”

One day she was spesking on the ‘phone to a man with
whom she was very much in love. She turred to me and sad, “I
don't trust him, |1 know he's lying to me” | replied, “Well, you
lie yoursdf, so someone has to lie to you, and you will be sure
it will be just the person that you want the truth from.” Some
time after that, | saw her, and she sad, “I'm cured of lying.”

| questioned: “What cured you?’

She replied: “1 have been living with a woman who lied
worsethan | did!”

Oneis often cured of hisfaults by seeing themin others.

Life is a mirror, and we find only oursdves reflected in our
associates.

Living in the pagt is a falure method and a violaion of
spiritud law.

Jesus Chrig said, “Behold, now is the accepted time” “Now
isthe day of Sdvation.”

Lot' swifelooked back and was turned into a pillar of salt.

The robbers of time are the past and the future. Man should
bless the pagt, and forget it, if it kegps him in bondage, and
bless the future, knowing it has in gore for him endless joy, but
live fully in the now.

For example A woman came to me, complaining that she
had no money with which to buy Chrigmas gifts. She sad,
“Lagt year was S0 different; | had plenty of money and gave
lovely presents, and thisyear | have scarcely a cent.”

| replied, “You will never demondgrate money while you are
pathetic and live in the past. Live fully in the now, and get
ready to give Christmas presents Dig your ditches, and the
money will come” She exdamed, “I know what to do! | will
buy some tinsd twine, Chrigmas seds and wrapping paper.” |
replied “Do thet, and the presents will come and stick tham
selves to the Christmas seals.”

This too, was showing financid fearlessness and faith in
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God, as the reasoning mind said, “Keep every cent you have, as
you are not sure you will get any more.”

She bought the sedls, pgper and twine, and a few days before
Chrigmas, received a gift of severd hundred dollars. Buying
the seds and twine had impressed her subconscious with
expectancy, and opened the way for the manifestaion of the
money. She purchased dl the presents in plenty of time.

Man must live suspended in the moment.

“Look wdl, therefore, to this Day! Such is the sautation of
the Dawn.”

He must be gpiritudly dert, ever awaiting his leads, taking
advantage of every opportunity.

One day, | sad continudly (slently), “Infinite Spirit, don't
let me miss a trick,” and something very important was told to
me that evening. It is most necessary to begin the day with the
right words.

Méake an dfirmation immediately upon waking.

For example:

“Thy will be done this day! Today is a day of completion; |
give thanks for this perfect day, miracle shall follow miracle
and wonders shall never cease.”

Méake this a habit, and one will see wonders and miracles
comeinto hislife

One moming | picked up a book and read, “Look with
wonder at that which is before youl” It seemed my message for
the day, s0 | repeated again and again, “Look with wonder at
that which is before you.”

At about noon, a large sum of money, was given me, which |
had been desiring for a certain purpose.

In a following chapter, | will give afirmetions that | have
found mogt effective However, one should never use an
afirmation unless it is absolutdy sdisfying and convincing to
his own consciousness, and often an affirmative is changed to
it different people.
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For example: The following has brought success to many:

“I have a wondeful work, in a wondeful way, | gve
wonderful service, for wonderful pay!”

| gave the fird two lines to one of my sudents, and she
added the last two.

It made a most powerful statement, as there should dways
be perfect payment for perfect service, and a rhyme sinks easly
into the subconscious She went about Singing it doud and soon
did receive wonderful work in a wonderful way, and gave
wonderful service for wonderful pay.

Another student, a busness man, took it, and changed the
word work to business.

He repedied, “1 have a wonderful busness, in a wonderful
way, and | give wonderful sarvice for wonderful pay.” That
afternoon he made a forty-one-thousand dollar ded, though
there had been no activity in his afairs for months

Every afirmation must be carefully worded and completely
“cover the ground.”

For example: | knew a woman, who was in great need, and
made a demand for work. She received a great ded of work,
but was never pad anything. She now knows to add, “wonder-
ful service for wonderful pay.”

It isman’sdivineright to have plenty! More than enough!

“His bans should be full, and his cup should flow over!”
This is God's idea for man, and when man bresks down the
barriers of lack in his own consciousness, the Golden Age will
be his, and every righteous desire of his heart fulfilled!
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THE LAW OF KARMA
AND THE LAW OF FORGIVENESS

Man receives only that which he gives. The Game of Life is
a game of boomerangs. Man's thoughts deeds and words
return to him sooner or later, with astounding accuracy.

This is the Law of Karma, which is Sanskrit for “come
back.” “Whatsoever aman soweth, that shall he dso reep.”

For example A friend told me this sory of hersdf, illusirat-
ing the law. She sad, “I meke dl my Kama on my aunt,
whatever | say to her, some one says to me. | am often irritable
a home, and one day, sad to my aunt, who was taking to me
during dinner. ‘No more talk, | wish to eat in peace.’”

“The fdlowing day, | was lunching with a woman with
whom | wished to meke a great impression. | was taking
animatedly, when she sad: ‘No more talk, | wish to eat in
peace! "

My friend is high in consciousness s0 her Karma returns
much more quickly than to one an the mentd plane.

The more man knows, the more he is responsble for, and a
person with a knowledge of Spiritud Law, which he does not
practice, suffers greatly, in consequence. “The fear of the Lord
(law) is the beginning of wisdom.” If we read the wad Lord,
law, it will make many passagesin the Bible much clearer.

“Vengeance is mine, | will repay, sath the Lord’(law). It is
the law which takes vengeance, not God. God sees man perfect,
“creeted in his own image” (imagindion) and given “power
and dominion.”

This is the perfect idea of man, regigered in Divine Mind,
awaiting man’'s recognition; for man can only be what he sees
himsdlf to be, and only attain what he sees himsdf ataining.

“Nothing ever happens without an on-looker” is an ancient
SyIng.
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Man sees firg his falure or success, his joy or sorrow,
before it swings into vighility from the scenes set by his own
imagination. We have obsarved this in the mother picturing
disease for her child, or a woman seeing success for her hus
band.

Jesus Chrig said, “And ye dl shdl know the truth and the
truth shal make you free”

So, we see freedom (from dl unhgppy conditions) comes
through knowledge — aknow ledge of Spiritual Law.

Obedience precedes authority, and the lawv obeys man when
he obeys the law. The law of dectricity must be obeyed before
it becomes man's sarvant. When handled ignorantly, it becomes
man's deadly foe. So with the laws of Mind!

For example A woman with a strong persond will, wished
she owned a house which belonged to an acquaintance, and she
often made menta pictures of hersdf living in the house. In the
course of time, the man died and she moved into the house
Severd years dterwards, coming into the knowledge of
Spiritud Law, she said to me “Do you think | had anything to
do with that man's desth?” | replied: “Yes, your desre was 0
grong, everything made way for it, but you paid your Kamic
debt. Your hushand, whom you loved devotedly, died soon
after, and the house was a white dephant on your hands for
years.”

The origind owner, however, could not have been affected
by her thoughts had he been pogtive in the truth, nor her
husband, but they were both under Karmic law. The woman
should have sad (feding the grest desre for the house),
“Infinite Intdligence, give me the right house, equdly as
charming asthis, the house which is mine by divine right.”

The divine sdection would have given pefect saidaction
and brought good to dl. The divine paten is the only sfe
paitern to work by.

Desreis a tremendous force, and must be directed in the
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right channels, or chaos ensues.

In demondrating, the most important step is the first step, to
“askaright.”

Man should dways demand only that which is his by divine
right.

To go back to the illusraion: Had the woman teken this
dtitude “If this house, | dedre, is ming | cannot lo=e it, if it is
not, give me its eguivdent,” the man might have decided to
move out, harmonioudy (had it been the divine sdection for
her) or another house would have been subgtituted. Anything
forced into menifestation through persond will, is dways “ill-
got,” and has “ever bad success.”

Man is admonished, “My will be done not thine” and the
curious thing is, man aways gets just what he desres when he
does reinquish persond will, thereby encbling Infinite Intdli-
gence to work through him.

“Stand ye till and see the sdlvation of the Lord” (Law).

For example A woman came to me in great distress. Her
daughter had determined to take a very hazardous trip, and the
mother was filled with fear.

She sad she had used every argument, had pointed out the
dangers to be encountered, and forbidden her to go, but the
daughter became more and more rebdlious and determined. |
sad to the mother, “You are forcing your personal will upon
your daughter, which you have no right to do, and your fear of
the trip is only attracting it, for man attracts what he fears” |
added, “Let go, and take your mental hands off; put it in God's
hands and use this statement:” “I put this Stuation in the hands
of Infinite Love and Wisdom; if this trip is the Divine Plan, |
bless it and no longer resd, but if it is not divindy planned, |
give thanks that it is now dissolved and disspated.” A day or
two after that, her daughter said to her, “Mather, | have given
up the trip,” and the dtuation returned to its “neive nothing
ness.”
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It is learning to “dand ill,” which seems so difficult for
man. | have dedt more fully with this law in the chapter on
nonresi stance.

I will give another example of sowing and regping, which
came in the most curious way.

A woman came to me saying, she had recaived a counterfeit
twenty-dollar bill, given to her a& the bank. She was much
didurbed, for, she sad, “The people a the bank will never
acknowledge their mistake.”

| replied, “Let us andyze the Stuation and find out why you
atracted it” She thought a few moments and exclamed: “I
know it, | sent a friend a lot of stage-money, jus for ajoke” So
the lav had sent her some stage-money, for it doesn't know
anything about jokes.

| sad, “Now we will cdl on the Law of Forgiveness, and
neutraize the Stuation.”

Chridianity is founded upon the Law of Forgiveness —
Chrigt has redeemed us from the curse of the Karmic law, and
the Chrigt within each man is his Redeemer and Sdvation from
al inharmonious conditions.

So | sad: “Infinite Spirit, we cdl on the law of forgiveness
and give thanks that she is under grace and not under law, and
cannot lose this twenty dollarswhich is hers by divine right.”

“Now,” | sad, “Go to the bank and tel them, fearledy, that
it was given you, there by mistake.”

She obeyed, and to her surprise, they gpologized and gave
her another hill, tresting her most cour teoudy.

So knowledge of the Law gives man power to “rub out his
mistakes.” Man cannot force the externa to be what heis not.

If he dedsres to be rich, he mugt be rich firg in conscious
ness.

For example A woman came to me asking trestment for
prosperity. She did not take much interes in her household
affairs, and her home was in greet disorder.
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| sad to her, “If you wish to be rich, you must be orderly.
All men with great wedth are orderly — and order is heaven's
firg law.” | added, “You will never become rich with a burnt
meatch in your pin-cushion.”

She had a good sense of humor and commenced immedi-
aedy, putting her house in order. She rearranged furniture,
draightened out bureau drawers, cleaned rugs, and soon made a
big financdd demondraion — a gift from a reative The
woman, hersdlf, became made over, and keeps hersdf keyedup
financidly, by being ever wachful of the externd and expect-
ing prosperity, knowing God is her supply.

Many people are in ignorance of the fact that gifts and things
ae invesments, and that hoarding and saving invariably leads
toloss

“There is that scattereth and yet increaseth; and there is that
withholdeth more than is meet, but it tendeth to poverty.”

For example: | knew a man who wanted to buy a fur-lined
overcoat. He and his wife went to various shops, but there was
none he wanted. He sad they were dl too cheap-looking. At
last, he was shown one, the sdesman sad was vaued a a
thousand dollars, but which the manager would sl him for
five-hundred dollars, asit was late in the season.

His finandd possessons amounted to about seven hundred
dollars. The reasoning mind would have sad, “You cannot
aford to spend nearly dl you have on a coat,” but he was very
intuitive and never reasoned.

He turned to his wife and said, “If | get this coat, I'll make a
ton of money!” So hiswife consented, weskly.

About a month later, he receved a ten-thousand-dollar
commission. The coat made him fed o rich, it linked him with
success and progperity; without the coat, he would not have
recaved the commisson. It was an invesment paying large
dividends

If man ignores these leadings to spend or to give, the same
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amount of money will go in an uninteresting or unhappy way.

For example A woman told me, on Thanksgiving Day, she
informed her family that they could not afford a Thanksgiving
dinner. She had the money but decided to saveit.

A few days later, someone entered her room and took from
the bureau drawer the exact amount the dinner would have cost.

The law dways dands back of the man who spends fear-
ledy, with wisdom.

For example One of my dudents was shopping with her
little nephew. The child clamored for a toy, which she told him
she could not afford to buy.

She redized suddenly tha she was seeking lack, and not
recognizing God as her supply!

So she bought the toy, and on her way home, picked up, in
the street, the exact amount of money she has paid for it.

Mans supply is inexhaudible and unfaling when fully
trusted, but faith or trus must precede the demongration.
“According to your fath be it unto you.” “Faith is the substance
of things hoped for, the evidence of things not ssen—" for
fath holds the vison deady, and the adverse pictures ae
disolved and disspaed, and “in due seeson we shdl regp, if
wefaint not.”

Jesus Chrigt brought the good news (the gospd) tha there
was a higher law than the law of Karma — and that that law
transcends the law of karma It is the law of grace, or forgive
ness. It is the law which frees man from the law of cause and
effect—thelaw of consequence. “ Under grace, and not under
law.”

We are told that on this plane, man regps where he has not
sown, the gifts of God are smply poured out upon him. “All
that the Kingdom affords is his” This continued date of bliss
awaits man who has overcome the race (or world) thought.

In the world thought there is tribulation, but Jesus Chrigt
sad: “Be of good cheer; | have overcome the world.”
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The world thought is that of sn, sSckness and desth. He saw
their absolute unrediity and said sckness and sorrow Sl pass
away and degth itsdlf, the last enemy, shdl be overcome.

We know now, from a scientific sandpoint, that desth could
be overcome by samping the subcorscious mind with the
conviction of eternd youth and eternd life,

The subconscious, being smply power without direction,
carries out orders without questioning.

Working under the direction of the superconscious (the
Chrig or God within man) the “resurrection of the body” would
be accomplished.

Man would no longer throw off his body in death, it would
be trandormed into the “body dectric’ sung by Wadt Whit-
man, for Chrigianity is founded upon the forgiveness of sns
and “an empty tomb.”

CASTING THE BURDEN

I mpressing the Subconscious

When man knows his own powers and the workings of his
mind, his grest dedre is to find an easy and quick way to
impress the subconscious with good, for smply an intdlectud
knowledge of the Truth will not bring results.

In my own case, | found the easiest way is in “cading the
burden.”

A metgphyscian once explained it in this manner. He sad
“The only thing which gives anything weght in naure is the
law of gravitation, and if a boulder could be taken high above
the planet, there would be no weight in that boulder; and that is
wha Jesus Christ meant when he said “My yoke is easy and my
burdenislight.”

He had overcome the world vibration, and functioned in the
fourth dimensgond redm, where there is only perfection,
completion, lifeand joy.

He sad: “Come to me dl ye tha labor and are heavy laden,
and | will give you rest” “Take my yoke upon you, for my
yoke iseasy and my burdenislight.”

We ae d0 told in the fifty-fifth Psdm, to “cast thy burden
upon the Lord” Many passages in the Bible state that the battle
is God's, not man's, and that man is dways to “ stand still” and
see the Salvation of the Lord.

This indicates that the superconscious mind (or Chrig
within) is the depatment which fights man's battle and relieves
him of burdens.

We see therefore, tha man violates law if he caries a
burden, and a burden is an adverse thought or condition, and
this thought or condition hasits rootsin the subconscious.

It seems dmost impossible to make any headway directing
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the subconscious from the conscious, or reasoning mind, as the
reasoning mind (the intdlect) is limited in its conceptions, and
filled with doubts and fears.

How scientific it then is to cast the burden upon the super-
conscious mind (or Chrig within) where it is “made light,” o
dissolved into its “ native nothingness”

For example A womaen in urgent need of money, “made
light” upon the Chrig within, the superconscious, with the
datement, “1 cast this burden of lack on the Chrigt (within) and
| go freeto have plenty!”

The ldief in lack was her burden, and as she cadt it upon the
Superconscious with its bdiefs of plenty, an avdanche of
upply was the result.

Weread, “The Chrigt in you, the hope of glory.”

Ancther example: One of my students had been given a new
piano, and there was no room in her apartment for it until she
had moved out the old one. She was in a dae of perplexity.
She wanted to keep the old piano, but knew of no place to send
it. She became desperate, as the new piano was to be sent
immediaidy; in fad, was on its way, with no place to put it.
She sad it came to her to repedt, “I cast this burden on the
Chrigt within, and | go free”

A few moments later, her ‘phone rang, and a woman friend
asked if she might rent her old piano, and it was moved out, a
few minutes before the new one arrived.

| knew a woman, whose burden was resentment. She said, “I
cagt this burden of resertment on the Chrig within, and | go
free, to be loving, harmonious and happy.” The Almighty
superconscious  flooded the subconscious with love, and her
whole life was changed. For years, resentment had held her in a
date of torment and imprisoned her soul (the subconscious
mind).

The gatement should be made over and over and over,
sometimes for hours & a time, slently or audibly, with quiet-
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ness but determination.

| have often compared it to winding up a victrola We mugt
wind oursalves up with spoken words.

| have noticed, in “caging the burden,” dfter a little while,
one seems to see dealy. It is impossble to have dear vidon,
while in the throes of carnd mind. Doubts and fears poison the
mind and body and imagination runs riot, dtracting dissser and
diseese.

In Seadily repedting the affirmation, “I cast this burden upon
the Chrig within, and go free” the vison deas, and with it a
feding of rdief, and sooner or later comes the manifestation of
good, be it health, happiness or supply.

One of my sudents once asked me to explain the “darkness
before the dawn.” | referred in a preceding chapter to the fact
thet often, before the big demondration “everything seems to
go wrong,” and degp depression clouds the constiousness It
means that out of the subconscious are risng the doubts and
fears of the ages. The old derdicts of the subconscious rise to
thesurface, to be put out.

It is then, that man should dgp his cymbds like Jeho
shephat, and give thanks that he is saved, even though he ssems
to be surrounded by the enemy (the gStuation of lack and
dseas®). The dudent continued, “How long must one remain in
the dark” and | replied, “until one can see in the dark,” and
“casting the burden enables one to see in the dark.”

In order to impress the subconscious, active fath is dways
essential.

“Faith without works is dead” In these chepters | have
endeavored to bring out this point.

Jesus Christ showed active faith when “he commanded the
multitude to St down on the ground,” before he gave thanks for
the loaves and the fishes.

I will give another example showing how necessary this step
is. In fact, active faith is the bridge, over which man passes to
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his Promised Land.

Through misunderstanding, a woman had been separated
from her husband, whom she loved deeply. He refused Al
offers of reconciliation and would not communicate with her in
any way.

Coming into knowledge of Spiritud law, she denied the
gppearance of separation. She made this statement: “There is no
separation in Divine Mind, therefore, | cannot be separaed
from the love and companionship which are mine by divine
right.”

She showed active faith by arranging a place for him a the
table every day; thereby impressing the subconscious with a
picture of his return. Over a year passed, but she never wa
vered, and one day he walked in .

The subconscious is often impressed through music. Musc
has a fourth dimensond qudity and reesses the soul from
imprisonment. 1t makes wonderful things seem possible, and
easy of accomplish ment!

| have a friend who uses her victrola, daly, for this purpose
It puts her in perfect harmony and releases the imagination

Ancther woman often dances while making her affirmations.
The rhythm and harmony of music and motion carry her words
forth with tremendous power.

The student must remember aso, not te despise the “day of
smdl things”

Invariably, before a demongraion, come “sgns of land.”

Before Columbus reached America, he saw birds and twigs
which showed him land was near. So it is with a demondration;
but often the sudent mistakes it for the demondration itsdf,
and is disgppointed.

For example A woman had “spoken the word” for a set of
dishes. Not long afterwards a friend gave her a dish which was
old and cracked.

She came to me and said, “Wadll, | asked for a st of dishes,
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and dl | got was a cracked plate.”

| replied, “The plae was only sgns of land. It shows your
dishes are coming — look upon it as birds and seaweed,” and
not long afterwards the dishes came.

Continudly “making bdieve” impresses the subconscious
If one makes believe he is rich, and makes bdieve he is suc
cesstul, in “due time he will regp.”

Children ae dways “meking bedieve” and “except ye be
conveted, and become as little children, ye shdl not enter the
Kingdom of Heaven.”

For example: | know of a woman who was very poor, but no
one could make her feel poor. She earned a smdl amount of
money from rich friends, who congantly reminded her of her
povety, and to be careful and saving. Regardless of their
admonitions, she would spend dl her earnings on a ha, or
make someone a gift, and be in a rgpturous sate of mind. Her
thoughts were dways centered on beautiful clothes and “rings
and things” but without envying others.

She lived in the world of the wondrous and only riches
seemed red to her. Before long she married a rich man, and the
rings and things became visble. | do not know whether the man
was the “Divine Sdection,” but opulence had to manifest in her
life, as she had imaged only opulence.

There is no peace or happiness for man, until he has erased
al fear from the subconscious.

Fear is migdirected energy and must be redirected, or
transmuted into Faith.

Jesus Chrig sad, “Why are ye fearful, O ye of little fath?’
“All things are possble to him that believeth.”

| am asked, s0 often by my students, ‘How can | get rid of
fear?”

| reply, “By walking up to the thing you are afraid of.”

“The lion takes its fierceness from your fear.”

Wak up to the lion, and he will disgppear; run away and he
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runs after you.

| have shown in previous chapters how the lion of lack
disgopered when the individud spent money fearledy,
showing faith that God was his supply and therefore, unfailing.

Many of my sudents have come out of the bondage of
povety, and ae now bountifully supplied, through losng dl
fear of letting money go out. The subconscious is impressed
with the truth that God is the Giver and the Gift; therefore, as
one is one with the Giver, he is one with the Gift. A splendid
datement is, “1 now thank God the Giver for God the Gift.”

Man has 0 long separated himsdf from his good and his
supply, through thoughts of separation and lack, that some
times, it takes dynamite to didodge these fdse ideas from the
subconscious, and the dynamite is abig Stuation.

We see in the foregoing illugration, how the individud was
freed from his bondage by showing fearlessness.

Man should watch himsdf hourly to detect if his motive for
action isfear or faith.

“Choose ye this day whom ye shdl serve” fear or faith.

Perhaps one's fear is of persondity. Then do not avoid the
people feared; be willing to meet them chearfully, and they will
dther prove “golden links in the chan of ones good” or
disappear harmoniously from on€e's pathway.

Perhgps one's fear is of disease or germs. Then one should
be fearless and undidurbed in a germ-laden gtuation, and he
woud beimmune.

One can only contract germs while vibrating a the same rate
as the germ, and fear drags men down to the level of the germ.
Of course, the disease laden germ is the product of carnad mind,
as dl thought must objectify. Germs do not exits in the super-
conscious or Divine Mind, therefore are the product of man's
“van imagingion.”

“In the twinkling of an eye” man's rdease will come when
he redizesthere is no power in evil.

“And | saw a new heaven, and a new earth — and there shdl
be no more death, neither sorrow nor crying, nether shdl there
be any more pain; for the former things passed away.”
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LOVE

Every man on this planet is t&king his initigion in love “A
new commandment | give unto you, thet ye love one another.”
Ouspensky dates, in “Tetium Organum,” that “love is a
cosmic phenomenon,” and opens to man the fourth dimensond
world, “The World of the Wondrous.”

Red love is Hfless and free from fear. It pours itsdf out
upon the object of its affection, without demanding any return.
Its joy is in the joy of giving. Love is God in manifesation, and
the drongest megnetic force in the universe. Pure, unsdfish
love draws to itself its own; it does not need to seek or demand.
Scarcely anyone has the faintest concept of red love. Man is
sdfish, tyrannicd or fearful in his affections, thereby losing the
thing he loves. Jedousy is the wors enemy of love, for the
imagination runs riot, seaing the loved one aitracted to ancother,
and invarigbly these fears objectify if they are not neutraized.

For example A woman came to me in deep didress. The
man she loved had Ieft her for other women, and she sad he
never intended to marry her. She was torn with jedousy and
resentment and said she hoped he would suffer as he had made
her suffer; and added, “How could he leave me when | loved
him so much?’

| replied, “You are not loving that man, you are hating him,”
and added, “You can never receive what you have never given.
Give a perfect love and you will receive a perfect love Perfect
yourdf on this man. Give him a pefect, unselfish love
demanding nothing in return, do not criticize or condemn, and
bless him wherever heis.”

She replied, “No, | won't bless him, unless | know where he
isl”

“Wel,” | sad, “that isnot red love”

“When you send out real love, red love will return to you,

gther from this man or his equivdent, for if this men is not the
divine sdection, you will not want him. As you are one with
God, you are one with the love which belongs to you by divine
right.”

Severd months passed, and matters remained about the
same, but she was working conscientioudy with hersdf. | sad,
“When you are no longer disturbed by his crudty, he will cesse
to be crud, as you ae atracting it through your own emo
tions.”

Then | told her of a brotherhood in India who never sad,
“Good morning’ to each other. They used these words ‘I
salute the Divinity in you.” They sduted the divinity in every
man, and in the wild animds in the jungle, and they were never
harmed, for they saw only God in every living thing. | sad,
“Sdute the divinity in this man, and say, ‘| see your divine sdf
only. | see you as God sees you, perfect, made in His image and
likeness'”

She found she was becoming more poised, and gradudly
losing her resentment. He was a Captain, and she aways cdled
him “The Cap.”

One day, she sad, suddenly, “God bless the Cap wheever
heis.”

| replied: “Now, tha is red love, and when you have
become a ‘complete circle’ and are no longer disturbed by the
Stuation, you will have hislove, or attract its equivaent.”

| was moving & this time, and did not have a tdephone, 0
was ait of touch with her for a few weeks, when one morning |
received aletter saying, “We are married.”

At the earliest opportunity, | paid her a cdl. My firs words
were, “What happened?’

“Oh,” she exdamed, “a miraclel One day | woke up and dl
uffering had ceased. | saw him that evening and he asked me
to mary him. We were married in about a week, and | have
never seen amore devoted man.”
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There is an old saying: ‘No man is your enemy, no man is
your friend, every man isyour teacher.”

So one should become impersona and learn what each man
has to teach him, and soon he will learn hislessons and be free.

The woman's lover was teeching her sdfless love, which
every man, sooner or later, must learn.

Suffering is not necessary for man's development; it is the
result of violation of spiritud law, but few people seem dble to
rouse themsdves from ther “soul deep” without it. When
people ae happy, they usudly become Hfish, and automai-
cdly, the lav of kama is st in motion. Man often suffers loss
through lack of gppreciation.

| knew of a woman who had a very nice husband, but she
sad often, “I don't care anything about being married, but that
is nothing agang my husband. I'm dmply not intereted in
married life”

She had other interests, and scarcely remembered she had a
husband. She only thought of him when she saw him. One day
her husband told her he was in love with another woman, and
left. She came to me in distress and resentment.

| replied, “It is exactly what you spoke the word for. You
sad you didn't care aything aout beng maried, o the
subconscious worked to get you unmarried.”

She sdd, “Oh yes, | see. People get what they want, and then
fed very much hurt.”

She soon became in perfect harmony with the Stuation, and
knew they were both much happier gpart.

When a woman becomes indifferent or critical, and ceases to
be an inspiration to her husband, he misses the dimulus of their
early rdationship and is restless and unhappy.

A man came to me dgected, miserable and poor. His wife
was interested in the “Science of Numbers” and had had him
reed. It seems the report was not very favorable, for he sad,
“My wife says I'll never amount to anything because | am a
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two.”

| replied, “I don't care what your number is you ae a
perfect idea in divine mind, and we will demand the success
and prosperity which are already planned for you by that
Infinite Intelligence.”

Within a few weeks he had a very fine pogdtion, and a year
or two later, he achieved a brilliant success as a writer. No man
is a success in busness unless he loves his work. The picture
the artist paints for love (of his at) is his greatest work. The
pot-boiler is dways something to live down.

No man can dtract money if he despises it. Many people are
kept in povety by saying: “Money means nothing to me, and |
have a contempt for people that haveit.”

This is the reason 0 many artists are poor. Their contempt
for money separates them fromiit.

| remember hearing one atist say of another, “He's no good
asan atig, he has money in the bank.”

This atitude of mind, of course, separates man from his
upply; he mugt bein harmony with athing in order to attract it.

Money is God in manifestaion, as freedom from want and
limitation, but it must dways be kept in drculaion and put to
right uses. Hoarding and saving react with grim vengeance.

This does not mean that man should not have houses and
lots, stocks and bonds, for “the bans of the righteous maen shdl
be full.” 1t means man should not hoard even the principd, if an
occason arises, when money is necessary. In letting it go out
fearlesdy and cheafully he opens the way for more to come in,
for God is man’sunfailing and inexhaudtible supply.

This is the spiritud attitude towards money and the grest
Bank of the Universa never falls.

We se an example of hoarding in the film production of
“Greed.” The woman won five thousand dallars in a lottery, but
would not spend it. She hoarded and saved, let her husband
affer and dave, and eventudly she scrubbed floors for a
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living.

She loved the money itsdf and put it above everything, and
one night she was murdered and the money taken from her.

This is an example where “love of money is the root of dl
evil” Money in itdf, is good and bendficd, but used for
dedructive purposes, hoarded and saved, or consdered more
important then love, brings diseese and disagter, and the loss of
the money itsdlf.

Follow the path of love, and dl things are added, for God is
love, and God is supply; follow the pah of sdfishness and
greed, and the supply vanishes, or man is separated fromit.

For example; | knew the case of a very rich woman, who
hoarded her income. She rardly gave anything away, but bought
and bought and bought things for hersdif.

She was very fond of necklaces, and a friend once asked her
how many she possessed. She replied, “Sixty-seven.” She
bought them and put them away, caefully wrapped in tissue
paper. Had she used the necklaces it would have been quite
legitimate, but she wes violaing “the law of use” Her closats
were filled with clothes she never wore, and jewels which
never saw the light.

The woman's ams were gradudly becoming pardyzed from
holdng on to things and eventudly she was consdeed
incgpable of looking after her dfairs, and her wedth was
handed over to athers to manage.

SO man, in ignorance of the law, brings about his own
destruction.

All dissese, dl unhappiness, come from the violaion of the
lav of love. Man's boomerangs of hae, resentment and criti-
cism, come back laden with sckness and sorrow. Love seems
dmog a log at, but the man with the knowledge of spiritud
lav knows it must be regained, for without it, he has “become
as sounding brass and tinkling cymbals”

For example: | had a student who came to me, month after
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month, to clean her cosciousness of  resentment. After a
while, she arived a the point where she resented only one
woman, but that one woman kept her busy. Little by little she
became poised and harmonious, and one day, dl resentment
was wiped out.

She became radiant, and exclamed “You can't understand
how | fed! The woman sad something to me and instead of
being furious | was loving and kind, and she gpologized and
was perfectly lovely to me.

No one can undesand the marveous lightness | fed
within.”

Love and good-will are invduable in busness

For exanple A woman came to me, complaning of her
employer. She said she was criticd and knew she did not want
her in the position.

“Wel,” | replied, “Sdute the Divinity in the woman and
send her love”

Shesad, “I can't; she'samarble woman.”

| answered, “You remember the story of the sculptor who
asked for a certain piece of marble. He was asked why he
wanted it, and he replied, ‘because there is an ange in the
marble,’” and out of it he produced a wonderful work of art.”

She sad, “Very wdl, I'll try it.” A week later she came back
and sad, “l did what you told me to, and now the woman is
very kind, and took me out in her car.”

People are sometimes filled with remorse for having done
someone an unkindness, perhaps years ago.

If the wrong cannot be righted, its effects can be neutralized
by doing someone akindnessin the present

“This one thing | do, forgetting those things that are behind
me and reaching forth unto those things that are before.”

Sorrow, regret and remorse tear down the cdls of the body,
and poison the atmosphere of theindividud.

A woman said to me in deep sorrow, “Treat me to be happy

and joyous, for my sorrow mekes me 0 irritable with the
members of my family thet | keep making more Karma.”

| was asked to treat the woman who was mourning for her
daughter. | denied al beief in loss and separation, and affirmed
that God was the woman'sjoy, love and peece.

The woman gained her poise a once, but sent word by her
son, not to trest any longer, because she was “so happy, it
wasn't respectable.”

So “morta mind” lovesto hang on to its griefs and regrets.

| knew a woman who went about bragging of her traubles,
0, of course, she dways had something to brag about.

The old idea was if a woman did not worry about her
children, she was not a good mother.

Now, we know that mother-fear is respongble for many of
the diseases and accidents which come into the lives of chil-
dren.

For fear pictures vividly the dissese or Studion feared, and
these pictures objectify, if not neutraized.

Happy is the mother who can say sincerdy, that she puts her
child in God's hands and knows therefore that he is divindy
protected.

For example A woman awoke suddenly, in the night,
feding her brother was in grest danger. Ingead of giving in to
her fears, she commenced making statements of Truth, saying,
“Man is a pefect idea in Divine Mind, and is dways in his
right place, and is divindy protected.”

The next day she found that her brother had been in close
proximity to an exploson in a ming but had miraculoudy

S0 man is his brother's kegper (in thought) and every man
should know that the thing he loves dwdls in “the secret place
of thelig high, and abides under the shadow of the Almighty.”

“There dhdl no evil befdl thee, nether shdl any plague
come neigh thy dwelling.”
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“Perfect love caesteth out fear. He that feareth is not made
perfect inlove” and “Loveisthe fulfilling of the Law.”



INTUITION OR GUIDANCE

“In all thy ways acknowledge Him and
he shall direct thy paths.”

There is nothing too great of accomplishment for the man
who knows the power of his word, and who follows his intui-
tive leeds By the words he darts in action unseen forces and
can rebuild hisbody or remold his &ffairs.

It is, therefore, of the utmost importance to choose the right
words, and the dudent carefully sdects the affirmation he
wishes to catapult into the invisble.

He knows that God is his supply, that there is a supply for
every demand, and that his spoken word releases this supply.

“Ask and ye shdl receive”

Man must make the firsde move. “Draw nigh to God and He
will draw nigh to you.”

| have often been asked just how to make a demondration.

| reply: “Spesk the word and then do not do anything until
you get a definite lead” Demand the lead, saying, “Infinite
Spirit, revead to me the way, let me know if there is anything
for meto do.”

The answer will come through intuition (or hunch); a chance
remark from someone, or a passage in a book, etc., ec. The
answers are sometimes quite dartling in thelr exactness. For
example A woman desred a large sum of money. She spoke
the words “Infinite Spirit, open the way for my immedate
upply, let dl that is mine by divine right now reech me in
great avdanches of abundance” Then she added: “Give me a
definite leed, let me know if thereis anything for meto do.”

The thought came quickly, “Give a certan friend” (who hed
heped her spiritudly) “a hundred dollars” She told her friend,
who sad, “Wait and get another lead, before giving it.” So she
waited, and tha day met a woman who sad to her, “I gave
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someone a dollar today; it was just as much for me, as it would
be for you to give someone a hundred.”

This was indeed an unmistekable lead, s0 she knew she was
right in giving the hundred dollars. It was a gift that proved a
great investment, for shortly after that, a large sum of money
came to her in aremarkable way.

Giving opens the way for resgving. In order to cregte
adtivity in finances one should give Tithing or giving one
tenth of on€'s income, is an old Jewish cusom, and is sure to
bring increese. Many of the richest men in this country have
been tithers, and | have never known it to fail as an investmen.

The tenth-pat goes forth and returns blessed and multiplied.
But the gift or tithe must be given with love and chearfuness,
for “God loveth a chearful giver.” Bills should be pad cheer-
fully; dl money should be sent forth fearledy and with a
blessng.

This attitude of mind makes man master of money. It is his
to obey, and his sooken word then opens vast reservoirs of
wedlth.

Man, himsdf, limits his supply by his limited vison.
Sometimes the sudent has a great redization of wedth, but is
afraidto act.

The vison and act must go hand in hand, as in the case of
the man who bought the fur lined overcoat.

A woman came to me asking me to “speak the word” for a
postion. So | demanded: “Infinite Spirit, open the way for this
woman's right pogstion.” Never ak for just “a podtion’; ask
for the right pogdtion, the place dready planned in Divine Mind,
asit isthe only one thet will give stisfaction.

| then gave thanks that she had dready receved, and that it
would manifes quickly. Very soon, she had three podtions
offered her, two in New York, and one in PAm Beach, and she
did not know which to choose. | said, “Ask for adefinitelead.”

The time was dmogt up and she was ill undecided, when
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one day, she tdephoned, “When | woke up this morning, |
could smell PAm Beach.” She had been there before and knew
its balmy fragrance.

| replied: “Wdl, if you can amdl Pdm Beach from here, it is
catanly your lead” She accepted the postion, and it proved a
great success. Often one's lead comes a an unexpected time.

One day, | was waking down the sreet, when | suddenly
felt an urge to go to a certain bakery, ablock or two away.

The reesoning mind resdsted, arguing, “There is nothing
there that you want.”

However, | had learned not to reason, 0 | went to the
bakery, looked a everything, and there was certainly nothing
there that | wanted, but coming out | encountered a woman |
hed thought of often, and who was in grest need of the hedp
which | could give her.

So often, one goes for one thing and finds another.

Intuition is a spiritud faculty and does not explain, but
smply points the way.

A person often recaives a lead during a “trestment.” The
idea that comes may seem quite irrdlevant, but some of God's
leedings are “ mysterious”

In the cass one day, | was tredting that each individud
would receive a definite lead. A woman came to me afterwards,
and sad: “While you were tregting, | got the hunch to take my
furniture out of dorage and get an gpartment.” The woman had
come to be trested for hedth. | told her | knew in geting a
home of her own, her hedth would improve, and | added, “I
believe your trouble, which is congestion, comes from having
things stored away. Congestion of things leads causes conges
tion in the body. You have violaed the lav of use, and your
body is paying the pendty.”

S0 | gave thanks that “ Divine order was established in her
mind, body and affairs.”

People little dream of how ther &ffars react on the body.
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There is a mental correspondence for every disease. A person
might receive indantaneous heding through the redization of
his body being a pefect idea in Divine Mind, and, therefore,
whole and pefect, but if he continues his destructive thinking,
hoarding, hating, fearing, condemning, the disease will return.

Jesus Chrig knew that dl dckness came from sn, but
admonished the leper after the heding, to go and sn no more,
lest aworse thing come upon him.

SO man's soul (or subconscious mind) must be washed
whiter than snow, for permanent heding;, and the metephysi-
cian is dways delving deep for the “ correspondence.”

Jesus Chrig sad, “Condemn not let ye dso be con
demned.”

“Judge not, lest ye be judged.”

Many people have dtracted diseese and unhappiness
through condemnation of others.

What man condemnsin others, he atracts to himsef.

For example A friend came to me in ager and didtress,
because her hushand had deserted her for another woman. She
condemned the other woman, and said continudly, “She knew
he was a maried man, and had no right to accept his aten
tions.”

| replied, “Stop condemning the woman, bless her, and be
through with the dgtuation, othewise, you ae dtracting the
same thing to yoursdf.”

She was deaf to my words, and a year or two later, became
deeply interested in amarried man, hersdlf.

Man picks up a live-wire whenever he criticizes or con
demns, and may expect a shock.

Indecison is a sumbling-block in many a pathway. In order
to overcome it, make the datement, repeatedly, “I am always
under direct inspiration; | make right decisions, quickly.”

These words impress the subconscious, and soon one finds
himsdf awske and det, meking his right moves without
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hestation. | have found it dedructive to look to the psychic
plane for guidance, as it is the plane of many minds and not of
“The One Mind.”

As man opens his mind to subjectivity, he becomes a target
for degtructive forces. The psychic plane is the result of man's
morta thoughts, and is on the “plane of oppostes” He may
receive d@ther good or bad messages.

The science of numbers and the reading of horoscopes, keep
man down on the mentd (or mortd) plane for they ded with
the Karmic path.

| know of a man who should have been dead, years ago,
according to his horoscope, but he is dive and a leeder of one
of the bigget movements in this country for the upliftment of
humenity.

It tekes a very srong mind to neutrdize a prophecy of evil.
The dudent should declare, “Every fdse prophecy shdl come
to naught; every plan my Father in heaven has not planned,
shdl be dissolved and disspated, the divine idea now comes to
pass.”

However, if any good message has ever been given one, of
coming happiness, or wedth, harbor and expect it, and it will
meanifest sooner or later, through the law of expectancy.

Man's will should be used to back the universd will. “I will
that the will of God be done”

It is God's will to give every man, every righteous desire of
his heart, and man's will should be used to hold the pefect
vison, without wavering.

The prodigd son said: “I will arise and go to my Father.”

It is, indeed, often an effort of the will to leave the husks and
swvine of mortd thinking. It is so much eesier, for the average
person, to have fear than faith; so faith is an effort of will.

As man becomes gsoiritualy aweakened he recognizes that
awy extand inhamony is the correspondece of menta
inharmony. If he sumbles or fdls, he may know he is sumn
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bling or fdling in constiousness

One day, a student was waking aong he street condemning
someone in her thoughts She wes saying, mentdly, “That
woman is the most disagreesble woman on eath,” when
suddenly three boy scouts rushed around the corner and dmost
knocked her over. She did not condemn the boy scouts, but
immedatdy cdled upon the lav of forgiveness, and “sduted
the divinity” in the woman. Wisdom's ways ae ways of
pleasantness and al her paths are peace.

When one has made his demands upon the Universd, he
must be ready for surprises. Everything may seem to be going
wrong, when in redity, it isgoing right.

For example A woman was told that there was no loss in
divine mind, therefore, she could not lose anything which
belonged to her; anything lost, would be returned, or she would
receive its equivaen.

Severd years previoudy, she had logt two thousand dollars.
She had loaned the money to a rddive during her lifetime, but
the rdative had died, leaving no mention of it in her will. The
woman was resentful and angry, and as she had no written
satement of the transaction, she never received the money, 0
she determined to deny the loss, and collect the two thousand
from the Bank of the Universal. She had to begin by forgiving
the woman, as resentment and unforgiveness close the doors of
thiswonderful bank.

She made this datement, “I deny loss there is no loss in
Divine Mind, therefore, 1 cannot lose the two thousand dollars,
which bdong to me by divine right” “As one door shuts
another door opens.”

She was living in an apartment house which was for sde;
and in the lease was a dause, gating that if the house was sold,
the tenants would be required to move within ninety days.

Suddenly, the landlord broke the leases and raised the rent.
Agan, injudice was on her pahway, but this time she wes
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undigurbed. She blessed the landiord, and sad, “As the rent
has been raised, it means that I'll be that much richer, for God
ismy supply.”

New leases were made for the advanced rent, but by some
divine migake, the ninety days dause had been forgotten. Soon
after, the landlord had an opportunity to sdl the house. On
account of the migake in the new leasss, the tenants hedd
possession for another year.

The agent offered each tenant two hundred dollars if he
would vacae. Severa families moved; three remaned, indud
ing the woman. A month or two passed, and the agent then
agan agppeared. This time he sad to the woman, “Will you
bresk your lesse for the sum of fifteen hundred dollars?’ It
flashed upon her, “Here comes the two thousand dollars” She
remembered having sad to friends in the house, “We will act
together if anything more is sad about leaving.” So her lead
was to consult her friends.

Thee friends sad: “Wdl, if they have offered you fifteen
hundred they will catanly give you two thousand.” So she
recaved a check for two thousand dollars for giving up the
gpatment. It was certainly a remarkable working of the law,
and the gpparent injustice was merely opening the way for her
demondration.

It proved that there is no loss and when man takes his
spiritud gand, he collects dl that is his from this great Reser-
voir of Good.

“I will restore to you the years the locusts have esten.”

The locusts are the doubts, fears, resentments and regrets of
morta thinking.

There adverse thoughts, aone, rob man; for “No man gives
to himsdlf, but himsdlf.”

Mans is here to prove God and “to bear witness to the truth,”
and he can only probe God by bringing plenty out of lack, and
judtice out of injudtice
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“Prove me now herewith, saith the Lord of hodts, if | will not
open you the windows of heaven, and pour out a blessng, that
there shdl not be enough room to receiveit.”



PERFECT SELF EXPRESSION
OR THE DIVINE DESIGN

“No wind can drive my bark astray
nor change the tide of destiny.”

There is for each man, pefect sdf-expresson. There is a
place which he is to fill and no one dse can fill, something
which heisto do, which no one dse can do; it is his degtiny!

This achievement is hdd, a pefect idea in Divine Mind,
awating man's recogntion. As the imaging feculty is the
cregtive faculty, it is necessary for man to see the idea, before it
can manifest.

So man's highest demand is for the Divine Design of hislife

He may not have the fantest conception of what it is for
there is possbly, some maveous tdent, hidden degp within
him.

His demand should be “Infinite Spirit, open the way for the
Divine Design of my life to manifest; let the genius within me
now be released; let me see clearly the perfect plan.”

The pefect plan includes hedth, wedth, love and perfect
sdf-expresson. This is the square of life, which brings perfect
happiness. When one has made this demand, he may find great
changes teking place in his life, for nearly every man has
wandered far from the Divine Design.

| know, in one woman's case, it was as though a cyclone had
sruck her affars, but readjusments came quickly, and new and
wonderful conditions took the place of [the] old ones.

Perfect sdlf-expresson will never be labor; but of such
aborbing interest that it will seem dmogt like play. The
sudent knows, adso, as man comes into the world financed by
God, the supply needed for his perfect sdf-expresson will be at
hend.
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Many a genius has druggled for years with the problem of
supply, when his gooken word, and faith, would have released
quickly, the necessary funds.

For example: After the class, one day, a man came to me and
handed me a cent.

He sad: “I have jugt seven cents in the world, and I’'m going
to give you one for | have fath in the power of the spoken
word. | want you to spesk the word for my pefect sdf-
expresson and prosperity.”

| “spoke the word,” and did not see him again until a year
later. He came in one day, successful and happy, with a roll of
ydlow bills in his pocke. He sad, “Immediady after you
gooke the word, | had a pogtion offered me in a digant dity,
and am now demondirating hedth, happiness and supply.”

A woman's pefect sdf-expresson may be in becoming a
perfect wife, a pefect mother, a perfect home-maker and not
necessarily in having apublic career.

Demand definite leads, and the way will be made easy and
successtul.

One should not visudize or demand for a mentd picture
When he demands the Devine Design to come into his con
scious mind, he will recave flashes of ingpiration, and begin to
see himsdf making some great accomplishment. This is the
picture, or idea, he must hold without wavering.

The thing man seeks is seeking him — the telephone was
seeking Bell!

Parents should never force careers and professons upon
their children. With a knowledge of spiritud Truth, the Divine
Plan could be spoken for, early in childhood, or prenataly.

A prendd tretment should be “Let the God in this child
have pefect expresson; let the Divine Design of his mind,
body and effairs be made manifest throughout his life, through
out eternity.”

God's will be done, not man’s; God’s pattern, not man’s
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patern, is the command we find running through dl the
scriptures, and the Bible is a book deding with the scierce of
the mind. It is a book tdling man how to reease his soul (or
subconscious mind) from bondage.

The battles described ae pictures of man waging war
agang mortd thoughts. “A man's foes shdl be they of his own
housshold” Every man is Jehoshgphat, and every man is
David, who days Goliah (morta thinking) with the little white
gone (fath).

So man mugt be caeful that he is not the “wicked and
dothful servant” who buried his tdent. There is a pendty to be
pad for not usng one' s aallity.

Often fear dands between man and his pefect sdf-
expresson. Stage-fright has hampered many a genius. This may
be overcome by the spoken word, or treetment. The individud
then loses dl sdf consciousness, and feds smply that he is a
channd for Infinite Intelligence to express Itsdf through.

He is under direct ingpiration, fearless, and confident; for he
fedsthat it isthe “Father within” him who does the work.

A young boy came often to my class with his mother. He
asked me to “spesk the word” for his coming examinations a
shoal.

| told him to meke the datement: “I am one with Infinite
Intdligence. | know everything | should know on this subject.”
He had an excdlent knowledge of higtory, but was not sure of
his arithmetic. | saw him afteewards, and he sad: “l spoke the
word for my arithmetic, and passed with the highest honors, but
thought | could depend on mysdf for higory, and got a very
poor mark.” Man often receives a set-back when he is “too sure
of himsdf,” which means he is trugting his persondity and not
the“ Father within.”

Ancther one of my students gave me an example of this. She
took an extended trip droad one summer, vidting many
countries, where she was ignorant of the languages She was
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cdling for guidance and protection every minute, and her
affars went smoothly and miraculoudy. Her luggage was never
delayed or lost! Accommodations were adways ready for her at
the best hotels, and she had perfect service wherever she went.
She returned to New York. Knowing the language, she fdt God
was no longer necessary, 0 looked &fter her affars in a ord-
nary way.

Everything went wrong, her trunks delayed, amid inharmony
and confuson. The sudent must form the habit of “practicing
the Presence of God” every minute. “In all thy ways acknowl-
edge him;” nothing istoo smdl or too grest.

Sometimes an indgnificat incident may be the turning point
inaman'slife

Robert Fulton, watching some boiling water, Smmering in a
tea kettle, saw a steamboat!

| have seen a dudent, often, keep back his demondration,
through resstance, of pointing the way.

He pins his fath to one channd only, and dictates just the
way he desres the manifestation to come, which brings him to
adanddill.

“My way, not your way!” is the command of Infinite
Intelligence. Like dl power, be it seam or dectricity, it must
have a nonresigant engine or ingrument to work through, and
mean is that engine or instrument.

Over and over again, man is told to “gand ill.” “Oh Judah,
fear not; but tomorrow go out againg them, for the Lord will be
with you. You shdl not need to fight this bettle; set yoursdlves,
gand ye dill, and see the salvation of the Lord with you.”

We s this in the incident of the two thousand dollars
coming to the woman through the landlord when she became
nonresigant and undisturbed, and the woman who won the
man's love “after al suffering had ceased.”

The sudent’'s god is Poise! Poise is Power, for it gives
God-Power a chance to rush through man, to “will and to do Its
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good plessure.”

Poissd, he thinks dealy, and makes “right decisons
quickly.” “He never missesatrick.”

Anger blurs the vison, poisons the blood, is the root of
many diseases, and causes wrong decision leading to failure.

It has been named one of the worst “Sns” as its reaction is
0 hamful. The dudent learns that in metgphyscs sn hes a
much broader meaning than in the old teaching. “Whatsoever is
not of fathissn.”

He finds that fear and worry are deadly sins. They are
inverted faith, and through distorted menta pictures, bring to
pass the thing he fears. His work is to drive out these enemies
(from the subconscious mind). “When man is fearless he is
finished!” Magterlinck says, that “Man is God afraid.”

So, as we read in previous chapters Man can only vanquish
fer by waking up to the thing he is arad of. When Jeho
shaphat and his amy prepared to meet the enemy, singing
“Prase the Lord, for his mercy endureth forever,” they found
their enemies had destroyed each other, and there was nothing
to fight.

For examplee A woman asked a friend to ddiver a message
to a friend. The woman feared to give the message, as the
reesoning mind sad, “Don't gt mixed up in this affar, don't
give that message.”

She was troubled in sairit, for she had given ter promise. At
las, she determined to “wak up to the lion,” and cdl on the
law of divine protection. She met the friend to whom she was
supposed to ddiver the message. She opened her mouth to
gpeek it, when her friend sad, “So-and-So has left town.” This
made it unnecessry to give the message, as the Stuation
depended upon the person being in town. As she was willing to
do it, she was not obliged to; as she did not fear, the Stuetion
vanished.

The dudent often ddays his demondration through a belief
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in incompletion. He should make this Statement:

“In Divine Mind there is only completion, therefore, my
demondraion is completed. My pefect work, my perfect
home, my perfect hedth.” Whatever he demands are perfect
idess regigered in Divine Mind, and must manifest, under
grace in a pefect way.” He gives thanks he has dready re-
ceved on the invisble and mekes active preparation for
receiving on the vishle

One of my students was in need of a financid demonsra
tion. She came to me and asked why it was not completed.

| replied: “Perhaps, you ae in the habit of leaving things
unfinished, and the subconscious has gotten into the habit of
not completing (as the without, so the within).”

She sad, “You are right. | often begin things and never
finish them.”

“I'lllgo home and finish something | commenced weeks ago,
and | know it will be symbolic of my demondration.”

So she sewed assduoudy, and the article was soon cam-
pleted. Shortly after, the money came in a most curious marn
ner.

Her hushand was paid his sdary twice that month. He told
the people of their mistake, and they sent word to keep it.

When man asks, believing, he must receive, for God creates
His own channels!

| have been sometimes asked, “Suppose one hes severd
tdents, how is he to know which one to choose? Demand to
be shown definitdy. Say: “Infinite Spirit, give me a definite
lead, reved to me my pefect sdf-expresson, show me which
talent | am to make use of now.”

| have known people to suddenly enter a new line of work,
and be fully equipped, with litle or no traning. So make the
statement: 1 am fully equipped for the Divine Plan of my life,”
and be fearless in graping opportunities.

Some people are chearful givers, but bad recevers. They
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refuse gifts through pride, or some negative reason, thereby
blocking their channds and invaiadly find themsdves eventu
dly with little or nothing. For example A woman who hed
given avay a grest ded of money, had a gift offered her of
svad thousand dollars She refused to teke it, saying she did
not need it. Shortly after that, her finances were “tied up,”and
she found hersdf in debt for that amount. Man should receive
gracefully the bread returning to him upon the water — fredy
ye have given, fredy ye shdl receive.

There is dways the pefect badance of giving and receiving,
and though maen should give without thinking of retuns, he
violates the law if he does not accept the returns which come to
him; for dl gifts are from God, man being merdy the channd.

A thought of lack should never be held over the giver.

For example When the man gave me the one cent, | did not
say: “Poor man, he canot afford to give me tha.” | saw him
rich and progoerous, with his supply pouring in. It was this
thought which brought it. If one has been a bad receiver, he
must become a good one, and teke even a postage stamp if
given him, and open up his channds for receiving.

The Lord loveth a chearful receiver, as wel as a cheerful
giver.

| have often been asked why one man is born rich and
hedithy, and another is poor and Sck.

Where there is an effect there is aways a cause; there is no
such thing a chance.

This question is answered through the law of reincarnation.
Man goes through many births and deaths, until he knows the
truth which sets him free.

He is drawn back to the earth plane through unsatisfied
degire, to pay his Karmic debts, or to “fulfill his destiny.”

The man born rich and hedthy has had pictures in his
subconscious mind, in his pagt life, of hedth and riches and the
poor and sck man, of diseese and poverty. Man manifests, on
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any plane, the sum tota of his subconscious beliefs.

However, birth and desth ae manrmade laws, for the
“wages of gdn is deah’; the Adamic fdl in consciousness
through the belief in two powers. The red man, spiritua man,
is birthless and desthless He was never born and has never
died — “As he was in the beginning, he is now, and ever shdl
be!”

So through the truth, man is set free from the Law of Karma,
sn and deeth, and manifests the man made in “His image and
likeness” Man's freedom comes through fulfilling his degtiny,
brining into manifetation the Divine Design of hislife.

His Lord will say unto him: “Wdl done thou good ad
fathful servant, thou hast been fathful over a few things, | will
meke thee ruler over many things (degth itsdlf); enter thou into
the joy of thy Lord (eternd life).”



DENIALS AND AFFIRMATIONS

“Thou shdt adso decree a thing, and it shdl be edabished
unto thee”

All the good that is to be made manifest in man's life is
dready an accomplished fact in divine mind, and is released
through man’'s recognition, or spoken word, 0 he must be
caeful to decree tha only the Divine ldea be made manifest,
for often, he decrees, through his “idle words” falure or
misfortune.

It is, therefore, of the utmost importance, to word ones
demands correctly, as Sated in a previous chapter.

If one desres a home, friend, podtion or any other good
thing, make the demand for the “ divine sdlection.”

For example “Infinite Spirit, open the way for my right
home, my right friend, my right pogtion. | give thanks it now
manifests under gracein a perfect way.”

The latter pat of the datement is most important. For
example | knew a woman who demanded a thousand dollars
Her daughter was injured and they recelved a thousand dollars
indemnity, so it did not come in a “perfect way.” The demand
should have been worded in this way: “Infinite Spirit, | give
thanks thet the one thousand dollars which is mine by divine
right, is now released, and reaches me under grace, in a perfect
way.”

As one grows in a financid constiousness, he should
demand that the enormous sums of money, which are his hy
divineright, reech him under grace, in perfect ways.

It is impossble for man to rdease more than he thinks is
possble, for one is bound by the limited expectancies of the
subconscious. He must enlarge his expectancies in order to
receivein alarger way.
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Man so often limits himsdf in his demands. For example A
sudent made the demand for sx hundred dollars by a certan
date. He did receive it, but heard afterwards, that he came very
near recaving a thousand dollars but he was given just sx
hundred, as the result of his spoken word.

“They limited the Holy One of Igad.” Wedth is a matter of
constiousness. The French have a legend giving an example of
this. A poor man was waking dong a road when he met a
travder, who stopped him and sad: “My good friend, | see you
are poor. Take this gold nugget, sl it, and you will be rich dl
your days.”

The man was overjoyed a his good fortune, and took the
nugget home. He immediady found work and became o
prosperous that he did not sdl the nugget. Years passed, and he
became a very rich man. One day he met a poor manon the
road. He sopped him and sad: “My good friend, 1 will give
you this gold nugget, which, if you sdlI, will meke you rich for
life” The mendicant took the nugget, had it vadued, and found
it was only brass. So we see, the firs man became rich, think-
ing the nugget was gold.

Every man has within himsdf a gold nugget; it is his con-
sciousness of gold, of opulence, which brings riches into his
life. In making his demands, man begins & his journey’'s end,
that is, he declares he has already received. “Before ye cdl, |
ghal answer.”

Continudly affirming edablishes the bdief in subconstious
ness.

It would not be necessary to make an affirmation more than
once if one had pefect fath! One should not plead or suppli-
cae, but give thanks repeetedly, that he has received.

“The desat shdl regoice and blossom as the rose” This
rgoicing which is yet in the desart (Sate of consciousness)
opens the way for release. The Lord's Prayer is in the form of
command and demand, “Give us this day our daly breed, and
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forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors” and ends in
prase, “For Thine is the Kingdom and the Power and the
Glory, forever, Amen.” “Concerning the works of my hands,
command ye me” So prayer is command and demand, prase
and thankgyving. The dudent's work is in making himsaf
bdieve that “with God dl things are possble”

This is easy enough to dae in the abdract, but a little more
difficult when confronted with a problem. For example: It was
necessary for a woman to demondrate a large sum of money
within a stated time. She knew she must do something to get a
redization (for redization is manifestaion), and she demanded
a“lead.”

She was walking through a department store, when she saw
a very beautiful pink enamd peper cutter. She fdt the “pull”
towards it. The thought came. “lI haven't a paper cutter good
enough to open letters containing large cheques.”

So she bought the paper cutter, which the reasoning mind
would have cdled an extravagance When she hed it in her
hand, she had a flash of a picture of hersdf opening an enve
lope containing a large cheque, and in a few weeks, she re-
ceived the money. The pink paper cutter was her bridge of
activefaith.

Many dories are told of the power of the subconscious when
directed in faith.

For example A man was spending the night in a farmhouse.
The window of the room had been nailed down, and in the
middle of the night, he fdt suffocated and made his way in the
dark to the window. He could not open it, 0 he smashed the
pane with his figt, drew in draughts of fine fresh ar, and had a
wonderful night's deep.

The next morning, he found he had smashed the glass of a
bookcase and the window had remaned cdosed during the
whole night. He had supplied himself with oxygen, simply by
his thought of oxygen.
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When a dudent darts to demondrate, he should never turn
back. “Let not that man who wavers think that he shdl receive
anything of the Lord.”

A colored dudent once made this wonderful Statement,
“When | asks the Father for anything, | puts my foot down, and
| says Father, I'll take nothing less than I've asked for, but
more!” So man should never compromise “Having done dl —
Stand.” This is sometimes the mogt difficult time of demont
drating. The temptation comes to give up, to turn back, to
compromise.

“He dso serves who only stands and waits.”

Demondrétions often come a the deventh hour because
maen then leis go, tha is dops reasoning, and Infinite Inteli-
gence has a chance to work.

“Man’s dreary desires are answered dreaily, and his impa
tient desires, long delayed or violently fulfilled.”

For example A woman asked me why it was she was
congtantly losing or bresking her glasses.

We found she often said to hersdf and others with vexation,
“I wish | could get rid of my glasses” So her impatient desire
was violently fulfilled. What she should have demanded wes
perfect eye-dght, but what she regigered in the subconscious
ness was smply the impatient desire to be rid of her glasses 0
they were continualy being broken or logt.

Two attitudes of mind cause loss: deprecidion, as in the case
of the woman who did not gppreciaie her husband, or fear of
loss, which makes a picture of loss in the subconsciousness.

When a dudent is dle to let go of his problem (cast his
burden) he will have ingantaneous manifestation.

For example A woman was out during a very sormy day
and her umbrela was blown ingde-out. She was about to make
a cdl on some people whom she had never met and she did not
wish to make her firs appearance with a dilgpidated umbrdla
She could not throw it away, as it did not bedong to her. So in
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desperation, she exdamed: “Oh, God, you teke charge of this
umbrdla, | don't know whet to do.”

A moment later, a voice behind her sad. “Lady, do you
want your umbrdla mended? There sood an umbrdla
mender.

Shereplied, “Indeed, | do.”

The man mended the umbrdla while she went into the
house to pay her cdl, and when she returned, she had a good
umbrella So there is dways an umbrdla mender a hand, on
man's pathway, when one puts the umbrdla (or Stuation) in
God' sHands.

One should dways follow a denid with an affirmation.

For example | was cdled on the ‘phone late one night to
trest @ man whom | had never seen. He was apparently very ill.
I made the gtatement: “I deny this appearance of disease. It is
unred, therefore cannot register in his consciousness, this man
is a pefect idea in Divine Mind, pure substance expressng
perfection.”

There is no time or space, in Divine Mind, therefore the
word reeches indantly its dedinaion and does not “return
void.” | have trested patients in Europe and have found that the
result was instantaneous.

| am aked 0 often the difference between visudizing and
vigoning. Visudizing is a mentd proces governed by the
reesoning or constious mind; vidoning is a Soiritud  process,
governed by intuition, or the superconscious mind. The dudent
should train his mind to receive these flashes of inspiration, and
work out the “divine pictures” through definite leeds. When a
man can say, “| dedre only that which God desires for me” his
fdse dedres fade from the consciousness, and a new st of
blugorints is given him by the Maser Architect, the God
within. God's plan for each man transcends the limitation of the
reesoning mind, and is dways the square of life, containing
hedth, wedth, love and pefect sdf-expresson. Many a man is
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building for himsdf in imeginaion a bungdow when he should
be building a pdace.

If a dtudent tries to force a demondration (through the
ressoning mind) he brings it to a standdtill. “I will hasten it,”
sith the Lord. He should act only through intuition, or definite
leads. “Rest in the Lord and wait patiently. Trust adso in him,
and he will bring it to pass”

| have seen the law work in the most agtonishing manner.
For example: A student stated it was necessary for her to have a
hundred dallars before the following day. It was a debt of vitd
importance which had to be met. | “spoke the word,” declaring
that Spirit was “never too late’ and that the supply was a hand.

That evening she phoned me of the miracle. She said that the
thought came to her to go to the safe-depost box a the bank to
examine some pagpers. She looked a the papers and a the
bottom of the box, was a new one hundred dollar-bill. She was
agtounded, and said she knew she had never put it there, for she
had gone through the papers many times It may have been a
materidization, as Jesus Chrigs materidized the loaves and
fishes. Man will reach the stage where his “word is made
flesh” or maeidized, indantly. “The fidds ripe with the
harvest,” will manifet immediately, as in dl of the miracdes of
Jesus Chrigt.

There is a tremendous power adone in the name Jesus Chrigt.
It dands for Truth Made Manifest. He said, “Whatsoever ye ask
the father, in my name, he will giveit to you.”

The power of this name raises the student into the fourth
dimendgon, where he is freed from dl asrd and psychic
influences, and he becomes “unconditioned and absolute, as
God Himsdf is unconditioned and absolute”

| have seen many hedings accomplished by usng the words,
“In the name of Jesus Chrigt.”

Chrig was both person and principle and the Chrig within
each man is his Redeemer and Sdvation.
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The Christ within, is his own fourth dimensond <df, the
man made in God's likeness. This is the sdf which never has
faled, never known sickness or sorrow, was never born and has
never died. It is the “resurrection and the lifé’ of each man!
“No man cometh to the Father save by the Son,” means, that
God, The Universd, working on the place of the particular,
becomes the Chrigt in man; and the Holy Ghogt, means God-in-
action. So daly, man is manifesing the Trinity of Father, Son
and Holy Ghogt.

Man should meke an at of thinking. The Magter Thinker is
an atig and is careful to pant only the divine designs upon the
canvas of his mind; and he paints these pictures with masterly
grokes of power and precison, having pefect faith that there is
no power to mar ther pefection and that they shdl manifest in
hislife the ided made red.

All power is given man (through right thinking) to bring his
heaven upon his earth, and this is the goal of the “ Game of
Life.”

The smple rules are fearless faith, nonresistance and love!

May each reader now be freed from that thing which has
hedd him in bondage through the ages, standing between him
and his own, and “know the truth which makes him freg’ —
free to fulfill his dediny, to bring into manifetetion the “Di-
vine Design of his life, Hedth, Wedlth, Love and Perfect Sdf-
Expression.” “Be ye trandormed by the renewing of your
mind.”
